To turn this hurtful way of being around, to
lift and transcend this consciousness, will take
a major shift in our perception.  A Course in Miracles teaches us
that the miracle lies in the shift of our perception.  Our preceptors
are just that—ours.  Of themselves they are not true or false; they
just are.

Here’s a brief personal story on healing perceptions.  Over the
holidays one of David’s relatives was having an enormous family
gathering.

Just send them all love, and we’ll have a lovely holiday
with just us.”

Oh!  I knew he was right, so I followed his advice and just sent
a blessing of love every time the thought of it came to mind.
